CANDELA, COAHUILA. 

It represents an adventure to discover an extensive heritage where petroglyphs, cave paintings, nature, gastronomy and 
hospitality of people are intermingled with a past that defines it as a fundamental place in the roots of the entity.  
The symbolic attraction is the eco-tourist corridor which includes carricitos, lajitas, ojo caliente and the frentón where the 
cisitor can admire the diversity of the Pueblo Mágico.  

 
In 2015, after the management of the Pueblo Mágico Committee, municipal and state authorities, as well as the evaluation 
of the Federal Tourism Secretariat, Candela received the name of Pueblo Mágico. This appointment has promoted the

CUATRO CIÉNEGAS, COAHUILA. 

Located in the Center - Desert Region of Coahuila, at a distance of approximately 295 kilometers from the capital, and 
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borders the municipalities of Ocampo, Parras, Ramos Arizpe, Castaños and Sierra Mojada. 

It owes its name to the abundant springs that existed in the four cardinal points forming Ciénegas. Declared a city in 1975. 
It was declared a Protected Natural Area thanks to the valuable biodiversity. 
Birthplace of Venustiano Carranza, Cuatro Ciénegas has interesting houses, a nice kiosk in the Main Square in front of the 

Church of San José, which are the perfect reason to visit the place to walk and know the culture and traditions adorned by 
exquisite wines and delicious gastronomy. 
The beauty and mystery of the enigmatic waters of ponds have guarded for millions of years the secret of the origin of 
life. From various parts of the world, scientific studies are constantly carried out in that place.

Main Tourist Attractions 
 
Poza Azul: The valley of Cuatro Ciénegas is known for the presence of more than 400 water bodies, among which the 

famous Poza Azul stands out, characterized by impressive turquoise and blue tones. This is definitely one of the tourist 
attractions that should be visited, because in addition to having great scientific relevance for the presence of stromatolites 
is a landscape. At the edge of this pool there is a viewpoint so that the visitor can see the place. 

 
Dunes of Yeso; with an approximate extension of 800 hectares, this landscape is due to calcium sulfate found in the soil 
of the area as a result of marine deposits. Previously the area was exploited by a plasterwork factory, however when 
declared as a protected area has become a must for visitors. 

 
Museum Casa Carranza: Installed in the house where Venustiano Carranza was born on December 29, 1859 and lived 
with his family, this museum tells the family, social and political history of the first head of the  

Constitutionalist Army and a person of great importance for the history of Mexico. In this enclosure are copies of various 
decrees pronounced by Venustiano Carranza being Governor of Coahuila.
